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LHU Memoradum for Foreign Student Admission
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International students are eligible to apply for admission to LHU exclusive of

overseas Chinese, Hong Kong and Macau citizens, and those with passports issued by

the People’s Republic of China.
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Foreign students who graduated from high schools are eligible to apply for four-year

undergraduate programs; those with a bachelor’s degree are eligible to apply for Master

programs at LHU.
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Foreign students are allowed to apply for an admission to LHU for one time only.
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Those who have been forced to drop out of another institution in this country are not
allowed to apply for an admission to LHU. Should LHU discover that any of the above
has been violated, the applicant's admission will be cancelled immediately. However,
the applicant can be admitted to LHU if they are qualified to take the Joint College

Entrance Examination and have passed it.
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Between April 1 and May 1 of each year, applications should be submitted to the
Office of Academic Affairs, LHU, along with the following documents (Application
forms are available from this office) :
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—Two copies of the completed application form
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—One photocopy of the most advanced diploma/degree certificate from a school
in the applicant s native country (including local foreign schools, but excluding overseas

Chinese schools)
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—a complete official transcript of academic records in English or in Chinese (the

transcript must bear the stamp of the original school and be mailed directly to LHU in a
sealed envelope)

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— A financial statement verifying that the applicant has sufficient funds to pursue the
studies.
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— A copy of health certificate issued by a hospital within the past 6 months
(including an HIV virus blood serum test report)
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— A study plan in Chinese or in English

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Applicants should be proficient in the four skills of listening, speaking, reading, and

writing both in Chinese and in English. A language test should be taken as scheduled by

the school. Those who fail the test must take related language courses at the
undergraduate program.
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Scholarships are awarded each year to foreign students. Students may apply for the

scholarships according to the LHU Foreign Student Scholarship Guidelines.
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Each academic year begins on August 1 and ends on July 31 of the following year.

In the first semester, classes usually begin with mid- or late- September; in the second

semester, late February of the following year.
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At present, there are four colleges at LHU, including 12 departments and 4 graduate
